What is the Alexandria University Faculty of Law Legal Clinic?

The Alexandria University Faculty of Law, in cooperation with The Protection Project at the Johns Hopkins School of Advanced International Studies, will establish the first legal 

A legal clinic is a community-based law school program that provides students with practical training, while also providing pro-bono legal services and representation to underserved and disadvantaged clients. In countries as diverse as Bangladesh, Chile, Russia, Morocco, South Africa and the United States, legal clinics provide assistance to the poor, educate marginalized communities about their rights, and provide future lawyers with valuable skills and hands-on experience. Students selected to participate in the semester-long legal clinic program will provide assistance to victims of domestic violence and trafficking in persons, especially labor trafficking, by assisting pro-bono lawyers in the community in the preparation of cases who may then represent clients in court. Students will work closely with local civil society organizations to identify possible clients, and will collaborate with clinical professors to interview and advise clients, conduct research, collect evidence, study case law, and draft legal arguments. Furthermore, students will have opportunity to visit the United States to visit the legal clinics at Georgetown University, American University, Catholic University and George Washington University in Washington D.C. and to receive advanced training and clinical education.
APPLICATION PROCEDURE AND DEADLINES

Please note that you must complete the appropriate questionnaire for each clinic to which you are applying in addition to the single cover page that can be used for all clinics.  However, you only need to submit one resume with the entire application.  Students are strongly encouraged to complete the application process prior to the end of the application period.

19 FEBRUARY at 12 NOON.
Friday, 26 February – 5:00 p.m. - Students will receive notice via e-mail if they have been selected for an interview. All students not selected in the first round will be put on a waiting list for consideration in the event that someone selected in the first round is unable to accept.  

Please note: You will automatically be placed on the waiting list for all the clinics for which you applied and will not receive an e-mail unless a spot opens up. 

AFTER APPLICATION PERIOD IS OVER. Sometimes spaces become available for clinics after the application period has finished. Students will be notified by e-mail if a space becomes available before the beginning of the SPRING 2010 semester.
